Your preview stories for the TennesseeJournalist.com should look like this. Study this example
carefully before you do your reporting so you will be able to get all of the information you need to

complete the assignment properly.

Begin with a your name and your
email address.

A headline should sum up the story
or give the most important informa-
tion in eight or fewer words.

A good summary is difficult to writ-
er and there are various approach-
es that you can take. We will dis-
cuss some of those in class.

The story should be written in a

straightforward inverted pyramid

style with the most important infor-
mation in the lead paragraph. The
second paragraph should expand
on the information in the lead.
Somewhere within the first three or
four paragraphs you should have

a direct quotation from one of your
soruces.

Try to include a link to a web site

in your story if it is appropriate. You —
should use the HTML coding for the

link by following the example here.

At the end of the story, you should
include ways in which readers can
get additional information, such
as related web sites.

At the very end, include a list of
your sources, emails, telephone
numbers and web sites.
